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The 232nd annual conference session of the Baltimore-Washington Conference of the United Methodist 
Church was held in Washington DC at the Wardman Park Marriot Hotel, and presided by Bishop Marcus Mat-
thews with the theme: “You have the POWER” from Matthew 28:16-20. This year’s conference had great 
speakers such as Bishop Cho, Young Jin from Virginia conference; Professor and Vice Chancellor Dr. 
Munashe Furusha from Africa University, and Bishop King Jr., James from South Georgia Conference. 

-          Bishop Cho leaded Bible study during the morning session of our Annual Conference on Thursday and 
Friday. He emphasized the value of prayer in our life that will give power to do God work. 

-          Prof. Furusha shared his story about his call from God to serve Africa University after spending great 
time of education and service in California. Also Prof. Furusha was expecting to receive a love offering Check 
from the Annual conference for Africa University. This money will be used for building a fitness and sports 
center at Africa University in Memory of our Bishop Marcus Matthews service. Africa University was also 
represented by Mr. James Salley as the finance person who exhorted all conference’s member to offer money 
from the bottom of heart to support Africa University ministry of education in Africa continent. 

-          Bishop King Jr. was the special guest at the retirement memorial service for Bishop Marcus Matthews. 
In addition, he preached at the ordination service for all our 2016 ordained, about 33 new clergy were or-
dained. 

Many points were discussed at this conference session according to the agenda with 5 petitions listed on the 
schedule. 4 of these 5 petitions were approved by the general assembly; unfortunately, 1 petition was not 
approved and sent back to a special committee to study and address this pertinent issue of health benefit of 
clergy couple in ministry. Issue that has been on the annual conference floor discussion for so many years. 

Beside these petitions prepared during pre-conference session held in last April, other reports were present-
ed such as: Proposed 2017 Budget; Finance report; as well as conference leadership including all the depart-
ments. 

In addition, this annual conference elected a candidacy to the Episcopal office for Bishop Marcus Matthews 
replacement. Many names were presented the general assembly; however, many candidates withdrew vol-
untarily their names. Only one candidate stayed on list for vote. Rev. Cynthia Moore Koikoi superintendent 
of Baltimore Metropolitan was elected with over 2/3 of vote required to be candidate to Episcopacy. The 
final vote will be held in July at the Northeastern Jurisdiction Conference in Lancaster, Pennsylvania.
